2.  DUTIES PERFORMED:  Weapons repair officers manage the equipment readiness, work progress, and maintenance personnel qualification/training. They direct armory operations and manage the unit ammunition control program. They manage the activities of personnel engaged in the recovery, salvage, and maintenance of weapon systems (small arms and artillery). They supervise the eleven functional areas of maintenance management. They establish maintenance production lines, procedures for inspection, and quality assurance on repaired equipment, field maintenance sites, and procedures for the defense of those sites. They assist in acquisition management of ground ordnance equipment. 
 
3.  REQUIRED SCHOOLS:  Career level maintenance course for enlisted MOS, Cpl’s Course, Sergeant’s Course, SNCO Career Course, SNCO Advanced Course.
 
4.  DESIRABLE SCHOOLS:  Maintenance Supervisors Course, Maintenance Chiefs Course, Maintenance Management, Logistics, or similar courses that enhance maintenance or logistics skills.
 
5.  DESIRABLE EXPERIENCE:  To be a well rounded applicant, duty assignments with maintenance units in MARSOC, infantry battalions, artillery regiment’s, Division units and maintenance units in the MLG is desirable.  One tour of duty as an instructor at the Ordnance School of Excellence enhances the applicant's background.  Technical proficiency and leadership qualities are the most important elements to consider. Successful tour on a “B” billet shows diversity and ability to perform out of their comfort zone.
 
6.  FEEDER MOSs:  The 2120 MOS may only be assigned to applicant’s that have a MOS of 2111, 2112, 2131, 2161, 2171 or 2181. Selections from MOS's outside the 2100 Occupational Field are not qualified to become a 2120 Warrant Officer.  There is no technical training available to qualify selectees from other MOS's.  
    
7.  MISCELLANEOUS:  MOS sponsor desires to brief the board prior to selection of MOS 2120 Warrant Officers.
