1.  DUTIES:  Target Acquisition Officers are special staff officers responsible for advising the Artillery and supported maneuver commanders on all aspects of the targeting process, target acquisition assets, and related fire support systems. They participate in the conduct of the targeting process and supervise, and evaluate the execution of targeting in accordance with Commander’s guidance. They supervise the task organization and employment of target acquisition assets, specifically survey, acoustic, meteorological, and Counterfire radar systems. Target Acquisition Officers are directly responsible for the training and readiness of the target acquisition personnel and equipment.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]2.  REQUIREMENTS:  Must have completed the Marine Artillery Operations Chief Course (MAOCC) or the Marine Corps Fire Support Chief Course (MCFSCC) at U.S. Army Field Artillery School, Ft Sill, OK.

3.  REQUIRED PAST ASSIGNMENTS:  Operational experience in the Target Acquisition Platoon (deployments preferred) is desired. For the 0861 MOS experience at the Division/ MEF Fire support Coordination Center (FSCC) is desired.

Additionally, the successful completion of a tour of independent duty or a B billet should be viewed favorably, as these billets tend to increase the Marines’ versatility.
