[bookmark: _GoBack]2.  DUTIES PERFORMED:  Ordnance Vehicle Maintenance Officers manage the equipment readiness, work progress, and maintenance personnel qualification/training. They manage the activities of personnel engaged in the recovery, salvage, and maintenance of ground ordnance vehicles. They supervise the 8 functional areas of maintenance management; establish field maintenance sites, and procedures for the defense of those sites. They manage command environmental hazardous waste programs, and supervise and provide oversight of disposal, storage, emergency planning for hazardous waste, and ozone depleting substances.  
 
3.  REQUIRED SCHOOLS:  No formal school is required for the selection to Warrant Officer.
 
4.  DESIRABLE SCHOOLS:  In-grade formal Professional Military Education (PME), Maintenance Management Course, Ground Ordnance Mangers Course, Logistics, or similar courses that enhance maintenance or logistics skills.
 
5.  DESIRABLE EXPERIENCE:  To be a well rounded applicant, duty assignments with maintenance units in the Ground Combat Element (GCE) and Marine Logistic Group (MLG), Battalions/Regiments, Ordnance Maintenance/General Support Maintenance Companies are important.  Assignment to an AAV/LAR/Tank Battalion as a Company level Maintenance Chief is also highly-desirable.  One tour of duty as a formal school instructor or independent duty (I&I or B-billet) will broaden the experience of the applicant. MOS related school enhances the applicant's background.  Technical proficiency and leadership qualities are the most important elements to consider. Applicants that have performed successfully in line mechanic, maintenance management, and NCO/”Chief” billets ensure properly qualified Marines fill these key technical officer billets. An advanced technical degree is not a requirement for consideration for selection to this MOS, but should be favorably considered.  
 
6.  FEEDER MOSs:  This MOS may only be assigned to Warrant Officers previously qualified in MOS 2141, 2146, 2147, or 2149. Selections from MOS's outside the 2100 Occupational Field are not qualified to become a 2110 Warrant Officer.  There is no technical training available to qualify selectees from other MOS's.  
    
7.  MISCELLANEOUS:  MOS Manager desires to brief the board prior to selection of MOS 2110 Warrant Officers.
