2.  DUTIES PERFORMED:  Electro-Optical Instrument Repair Officers supervise and coordinate the installation, operation, maintenance, and repair of ground infantry weapons optics, ordnance vehicle optics, medium and heavy anti-armor missile systems & artillery/mortar optical accessories.  They supervise highly skilled and trained maintenance personnel in the repair of sophisticated and electro-optical equipment. They also supervise preventative maintenance and calibration programs, supervise the storage issue, recovery of small arms and optics, schedule and conduct proficiency enhancement and requalification training, and coordinate with external agencies for the repair and evacuation of ground infantry & artillery weapon systems.  
 
3.  REQUIRED SCHOOLS:  No formal school is required for the selection to Warrant Officer.
 
4.  DESIRABLE SCHOOLS:  In-grade formal Professional Military Education (PME), Maintenance Management Course, Ground Ordnance Mangers Course, Logistics, or similar courses that enhance maintenance or logistics skills.

DESIRABLE EXPERIENCE:  To be a well rounded applicant, duty assignments with maintenance units in the Ground Combat Element (GCE) and Marine Logistic Group (MLG), Battalions/Regiments and Ordnance Maintenance Companies are important.  Assignment to an infantry/artillery battalion/regiment or AAV/LAR/Tank Battalion as a SNCO is also highly-desirable.  One tour of duty as an instructor at Ft. Lee or independent duty (I&I or B-billet) will broaden the experience of the applicant. MOS related school enhances the applicant's background.  Technical proficiency and leadership qualities are the most important elements to consider. Applicants that have billets primarily within the MLG and have significant electro-optic repair experience is absolutely required to ensure properly qualified Marines fill these key technical officer billets. The 2125 Occ-Field Marines receive highly technical training while they are enlisted personnel.  An advanced technical degree is not a requirement for consideration for selection to this MOS, but should be favorable considered.  
 
6.  FEEDER MOSs:  Selections from MOS's outside of 2171 Occupational Specialty are not qualified to become a 2125 Warrant Officer.  There is no technical training available to qualify selectees from other MOS's.  
    
7.  MISCELLANEOUS:  MOS Manager desires to brief the board prior to selection of MOS 2125 Warrant Officers.
