1. Duties Performed: Signals Intelligence (SIGINT) / Electronic Warfare (EW) Officers are experienced career warrant officers who will serve to provide a foundation of SIGINT expertise across the MAGTF, Marine Cryptologic Support Battalion and select supporting establishment billets. 

b. Prerequisites :(1) SCI Security clearance eligibility 
(2) Must have previously served in one of the following MOSs: 2621, 2631, 2651, or 267X. 

c. Requirements: N/A 

d. Duties: 

(a)	Supervise the production and reporting of Signals Intelligence to satisfy information and intelligence requirements. 
(b)	Coordinate, request, and/or direct collection tasking to maximize SIGINT collection 
(c)	Research, procure, integrate and maintain SIGINT/EW related capabilities in support of SIGINT/EW operations. 
(d)	Direct, plan and coordinate organic EW capabilities to support mission requirements and maximize the effectiveness of SIGINT/EW operations across all echelons of the MAGTF. 
(e)	Plan and coordinate cyberspace operations in support of mission requirements

(7)SIGINT/EW Officer criteria: Signals Intelligence/Ground Electronic Warfare (SIGINT/EW) Warrant Officers supervise, direct, and provide guidance and technical expertise on all aspects of the employment of SIGINT/EW personnel, systems and facilities. These operations are in support of tactical, strategic, and national level SIGINT/EW missions and include the management, collection, processing, analysis, and reporting of SIGINT and Electronic Warfare Support 
(ES) derived intelligence and information; directing and supervising Computer Network Operations (CNO); planning and directing ground-based electronic attack (EA) and ES missions; and other tasks related to security and dissemination of SIGINT/EW derived information. 

(8)Miscellaneous: These Warrant officers will be a source of expertise on all aspects of signals intelligence and must be able to communicate their knowledge of SIGINT operations and training. Further, these Warrant Officers must be able to translate complex and ever changing legal authorities to supported commanders. They must exhibit maturity, sound judgment, and integrity. Superior oral and written communication skills with a demonstrated ability to teach, coach, and mentor. Officers serving as 2602’s will often serve in units outside traditional Marine Corps assignments at National intelligence agencies and will have to be self-starters who can adapt to joint and civilian led environments. 
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
