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2.  DUTIES PERFORMED:  Ground Electronics Maintenance Officers plan, supervise, and execute the installation, operation, and sustainment of ground-electronics maintenance activities.  They manage the equipment readiness, work progress, and maintenance personnel qualification/ training.  They supervise the activities of personnel engaged in the recovery, salvage, and maintenance of weapon systems to include: full frequency spectrum of radio systems/components; information technology: networks and their subsystems, computers and handheld/mobile devices; satellite communication systems; telecommunications/video telecommunications systems; cryptographic devices; test, measurement, and diagnostic equipment; unmanned systems; artillery/fire control electronics; ground sensors; robotics; and general electronic systems/components.  They supervise highly skilled and trained personnel in the maintenance of sophisticated and complex electronic equipment to include COMSEC items, imbedded microcomputer systems across all commodity weapons systems, and individual communications devices.  They also supervise the eight functional areas of maintenance management; establish field maintenance sites; and supervise the security of those sites.    

3.  REQUIRED SCHOOLS:  Career level maintenance courses for enlisted MOSs such as Advanced Electronics Course (AEC), Electronics Maintenance Technician Course (EMTC), Metrology Technician Course (MTC), and Marine Artillery Electronic Maintenance.

4.  DESIRABLE SCHOOLS:  Although not required, maintenance management, logistics, or similar courses that enhance maintenance or logistics skills are highly encouraged. 

5.  DESIRABLE EXPERIENCE:  Technical proficiency and leadership qualities are the most important elements to consider.  Several electronics maintenance billet assignments in multiple elements of the Marine Air-Ground Task Force is desired in a well-rounded applicant.  Assignment to an infantry/artillery battalion/regiment or AAV/LAR/tank battalion as a SNCO is also desirable.  A tour of duty as an instructor at Marine Corps Communications Electronics School (MCCES) 29 Palms, CA; Marine Detachment Fort Sill, OK; Marine Detachment Fort Gordon, GA; or Marine Detachment Keesler AFB, MS enhances the applicant's background.  

6.  FEEDER MOSs:  Selections from MOS's outside the 2800 occupational field are not qualified to become a 2805 warrant officer.  There is no technical training available to qualify selectees from other MOS's.  The 2800 Occ Field Marines receive highly technical training while they are enlisted personnel and perform unique sustainment functions operationally.  An advanced technical degree is not sufficient for consideration for selection to this MOS.  Electronic maintenance experience is absolutely required to ensure properly qualified Marines fill these key technical officer billets.
