The Commander should expect to get a Motor Transport Maintenance Officer (MTMO) that has demonstrated leadership ability along with the technical knowledge and experience to execute the maintenance program for their Command.  
Current policy dictates that Logistics Officers (0402) are responsible for the duties of Motor Transport Officers.   MTMOs, however, are often billeted and/or assigned as Motor Transport Officers and at present roughly 50 percent of our 3510 billets are responsible to the commander for both ‘maintenance and operations.’  This is important because both operations and maintenance will present unique challenges for new WOs, so it is paramount that those selected have proven leadership and the ability to quickly and competently grasp all aspects of the Motor Transport field IOT support their Commander’s mission, Marines, and equipment.   

The Motor Transport Maintenance Officer is viewed as the Subject Matter Expert (SME) and should have demonstrated technical acumen in maintenance and/or motor transport operations.  Technical ability and proven leadership are built over time and validated by proven performance in unique, unfamiliar and diverse assignments within the MT commodity.  Desirable past duties and assignments:
** Past duties/billets:  Proven performance as a maintenance technician, vehicle operator, convoy commander, quality control chief, shop chief, maintenance/operations chief or supervisor etc.  Consistent, successful performance and demonstrated leadership in billets such as these with diverse assignment in various elements of the MAGTF (GCE, ACE, etc), Inspector Instructor Duty, or MT Formal Learning Center instructor, may be indicators of the technical knowledge, leadership and character needed to be successful as a MTMO.   

Per the current Military Occupational Specialty Manual, all allocations should be filled from within the Motor Transport Occupational Field.  Qualified Primary MOSs are: 3529, 3521, 3537, 3531 

Note:  The Occupational Field is willing to accept a deficiency in the event that the promotion board determines that the some applicants do not meet the requirements or demonstrate the technical acumen, proven performance and demonstrated leadership needed to be successful.
Enlisted PME should be a separating factor when all other criteria are equal.  A Marine who has completed more maintenance or motor transport related courses in conjunction with their required PME should be closely reviewed for selection to the 3510 community.  Having completed both is preferred.

**Key take away, Selectee must have a record of consistent performance, demonstrated leadership and technical competence in maintenance and/or operations of Motor Transport equipment.  Understands the maintenance and employment of MT equipment across the spectrum (field/garrison) and can implement those maintenance processes and programs that support the equipment and unit’s mission. Is well written, well spoken, and has taken the time to seek self improvement through PME, technical courses, and off-duty education.  
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
