2.  DUTIES PERFORMED:  Aviation Radar Systems Maintenance Officers supervise and coordinate radar maintenance personnel in the tasks of radar site selection, installation, operation, training, maintenance and repair of aviation radar systems. They manage activities of all radar systems, support equipment, and electronics maintenance personnel assigned to the radar section. They ensure all assigned maintenance personnel are adequately trained and that all radar equipment is maintained in an operational condition capable of supporting the command's mission. They inform the commanding officer or Communications-Electronics Officer on the progress of work and status of the radar equipment, and supervise the more difficult repairs or modifications to the equipment. They maintain thorough familiarity with both surveillance and fire control radar systems and their associated MARK XII IFF subsystems, and are assigned responsibility for one or more of the Tactical Air Operations Center (TAOC) radar systems and associated equipment.
 
3.  REQUIRED SCHOOLS:  Career level maintenance course for enlisted MOS, Corporal’s Course, Sergeant’s Course, SNCO Career Course, SNCO Advanced Course.
 
4.  DESIRABLE SCHOOLS:  Link 16 Joint Interoperability Course; Multi-TDL ADV Joint Interoperability Course; Weapons and Tactics Instructor Course; Marine Air Traffic Control Maintenance Course.
 
5.  DESIRABLE EXPERIENCE:  This is a highly technical MOS and requires the Radar Maintenance Officer to have a thorough knowledge of electronics theory and radar propagation principles. To be a well-rounded applicant, duty assignments with a radar section in a TAOC and/or Early Warning/Control (EW/C) Detachment in the Marine Air Control Squadron (MACS) is desirable. Successful tour of duty as an instructor at the Marine Corps Communication-Electronics School (MCCES) enhances the applicant's background.  Technical proficiency and leadership qualities are the most important elements to consider. Successful tour on a “B” billet shows diversity and ability to perform out of their comfort zone.
 
6.  FEEDER MOSs:  The 5910 MOS may only be assigned to applicant’s that have a MOS of 5948, 5939, 5979. Selections from MOS's outside the 5900 Occupational Field are not qualified to become a 5910 Warrant Officer.  There is no technical training available to qualify selectees from other MOS's.  
7.  MISCELLANEOUS:  MOS sponsor desires to brief the board prior to selection of MOS 5910 Warrant Officers.

2.  DUTIES PERFORMED:  Air Traffic Control (ATC) Systems Maintenance Officers supervise and coordinate the installation, sighting, operation, training, maintenance, and repair of ATC and Meteorology and Oceanography (METOC) systems and equipment. They supervise operation and maintenance of ATC meteorological

systems and equipment used in Marine ATC detachments, Marine Corps Air Stations, or Marine ATC facilities.  They manage the status of equipment, progress of work, repair parts requirements, training and qualification of maintenance personnel, and advises on all technical matters pertaining to the ATC meteorological systems and equipment. They provide information concerning capabilities, limitations, and reliability of ATC meteorological systems and equipment and collect and disseminate technical instructions and directives

applicable to the maintenance and operation of systems and equipment. They prepare timely estimates and justification for funds required for the maintenance of installed systems and equipment, and maintains authorized allowances of tools and test and support equipment. They administer the preventive and corrective maintenance program, and collect and analyzes maintenance data for reports. They inform the commanding officer or Air Station Facility Officer on the progress of work and status of the systems and equipment.

3.  REQUIRED SCHOOLS:  Career level maintenance course for enlisted MOS, Corporal’s Course, Sergeant’s Course, SNCO Career Course, SNCO Advanced Course.

4.  DESIRABLE SCHOOLS:  Link 16 Joint Interoperability Course; Multi-TDL ADV Joint Interoperability Course; Weapons and Tactics Instructor Course; Marine Air Traffic Control Maintenance Course.

5.  DESIRABLE EXPERIENCE:  This is a highly technical MOS and requires the ATC Maintenance Officer to have a thorough knowledge of electronics theory and radar propagation principles. To be a well-rounded applicant, duty assignments with a maintenance section in Marine Air Traffic Control Detachment(MATCD), a  Marine Corps Air Station and/or Marine Corps Air Facility is desirable. Successful tour of duty as an instructor at the Marine Air Traffic Control School house enhances the applicant's background.  Technical proficiency and leadership qualities are the most important elements to consider. Successful tour on a “B” billet shows diversity and ability to perform out of their comfort zone.

6.  FEEDER MOSs:  The 5950 MOS may only be assigned to applicant’s that have a MOS of 5951, 5952, 5953 and 5954. Selections from MOS's outside the 5900 Occupational Field are not qualified to become a 5950 Warrant Officer.  There is no technical training available to qualify selectees from other MOS's.  

7.  MISCELLANEOUS:  MOS sponsor desires to brief the board prior to selection of MOS 5950 Warrant Officers.

2.  DUTIES PERFORMED:  Tactical Data Systems Maintenance Officers supervise and coordinate the siting, installation, operation, training, maintenance, and repair of automated tactical data systems within the Marine Air Command and Control System (MACCS). They supervise and coordinate activities of electronic maintenance personnel engaged in the siting, installation, operations, maintenance, and repair of automated data systems. They inform the Communications-Electronics Officer as to the status of equipment, progress of work, and provide advice of matters pertaining to this equipment. They supervise the keeping of maintenance records and collect data for reports, and supervise the reporting of failures and the requisitioning, receipt, and allocation of tools, parts, and materials.  They instruct personnel in the mission, function, automated use, and procedures for operating automated data systems.

3.  REQUIRED SCHOOLS:  Career level maintenance course for enlisted MOS, Corporal’s Course, Sergeant’s Course, SNCO Career Course, SNCO Advanced Course.

4.  DESIRABLE SCHOOLS:  Link 16 Joint Interoperability Course; Multi-TDL ADV Joint Interoperability Course; Weapons and Tactics Instructor Course; Marine Air Traffic Control Maintenance Course.

5.  DESIRABLE EXPERIENCE:  This is a highly technical MOS dealing with Data and Information systems employment, configuration, and operations, and requires the TDS Maintenance Officer to have a thorough knowledge of electronics theory and principles.
