1.  DUTIES: 

   Avionics officers serve as the staff advisor to the commanding officer and other staff officers in the chain of command on all avionics matters. Avionics Officers direct the overall avionics effort for organizations and are responsible for the management, handling, processing and repair of avionics equipment and avionics support equipment. Detailed responsibilities include: ensuring the effective training and utilization of all assigned personnel, directing and monitoring all avionics transactions with supply and the remainder of aviation maintenance, monitoring, tracking and inventory of classified aircraft material and components, qualification and certification programs for personnel and facilities as well as evaluating the effectiveness of avionics to respond to and/or support published flight hour programs.   

2.  REQUIREMENTS:  

A.  Applicants must possess a security level clearance of at least SECRET to meet the requirements of the 6302 MOS.  This requirement is due to the Avionics Officer’s assignment as the Responsible Officer for the command’s classified materials and equipment. Previous experience as an EKMS custodian or alternate EKMS custodian is desirable.

B.  Verifiable and demonstrated technical proficiency in their primary MOS. The primary means to identify this is by the applicants performing Quality Assurance duties.  There are three levels of quality assurance designations and they are typically achieved in the following order. The first designation is that of a Collateral Duty Inspector (CDI); they are responsible for spot checking work in progress, inspecting maintenance actions completed to ensure they were done in accordance with all instructions and ensuring the proper operation/function of the system repaired. The second designation is that of a Collateral Duty Quality Assurance Representative (CDQAR) and the third is that of a Quality Assurance Representative. CDQAR’s and QAR’s have the same technical responsibilities; the difference is that CDQAR’s work out of the production work center and QAR’s work out of the Quality Assurance work center.  Both have the same responsibilities as a CDI and the additional responsibility of inspecting safety of flight or flight critical systems; provide technical guidance to CDIs, screening of Technical Directives (TDs), screen completed maintenance actions to identify trends and the implementation and management of all maintenance programs required by the Naval Aviation Maintenance Program instruction. If an applicant has achieved any of these designations they should, at a minimum be identified in the billet description and billet accomplishment sections of the fitness report. There is also an additional MOS (6018) awarded to signify the Quality Assurance designation once the formal Quality Assurance school has been completed. However, it is possible for a Marine to serve in a Quality Assurance capacity and not yet have the additional 6018 MOS due to operational commitments and limited seat availability at the local school house. 

C.  Recent and credible experience performing and leading in their primary MOS is the primary consideration. There are many ancillary billets both within and external to a unit that a Marine may be assigned such as tool room, operations chief, training chief, substance abuse counselor, squadron gunny, independent duty or special duty assignments that, although important to unit mission and professionally enhancing, do not provide the necessary technical expertise experience needed by the 6302 MOS.  It is requested that if a Marine has served, or is currently serving in, one of these ancillary or external billets that they be no more than one year removed or served in their primary MOS for the past year, having been re-designated as at least a CDI before being considered competitive for selection to Warrant Officer.

5.  REQUIRED PAST ASSIGNMENTS:  Applicants qualified in any of the 63XX/64XX occupational fields are eligible for consideration for selection to 6302.  However they should have proven technical expertise and personnel management in their assigned MOS, typically identifiable through Quality Assurance designations such as Collateral Duty Inspector (CDI), Collateral Duty Quality Assurance Representative (CDQAR) or Quality Assurance Representative (QAR) which carry the additional MOS of 6018. 

6.  FEEDER/RELATED MOS: Applicants being considered for selection to Warrant Officer in MOS 6302 should come from the feeder MOSs of 63XX or 64XX and be considered fully qualified in that MOS.  

7.  MISCELLANEOUS:  Those selected will be immediately placed in a dynamic leadership position within a Marine Aviation Unit at the squadron level, so it is requested that demonstrated technical currency, leadership, maturity and well roundedness be a consideration.  Previous B-billet completion and/or college degree are not required, but may provide tie breaker if they also have recent and credible MOS experience defined as no more than one year removed from primary MOS or one year post B-billet with minimum requalification as a CDI. Respectfully request that applicant’s not be considered for other MOSs due to existing platform transitions and structure changes. Applicants typically are the SMEs in their current occupational field.
