1.  DUTIES:  Aviation Supply Operations Officers (AvnSupOO) are responsible for the planning, performance and execution of aviation supply functions.  They must be skilled in working with a variety of ashore and afloat automated systems such as Relational Supply (R-Supply), the Naval Aviation Logistics Command Management Information Systems (NALCOMIS) and must be able to effectively use information extracted from these systems to aid in their supervision and controls. In addition, AvnSupOOs must have detailed knowledge of all applicable Navy Supply policies, forms/publications as governed by MCO 4400.177_, Aviation Supply Desk Top Procedures (ASDTP) and must be proficient in working with Navy Supply Afloat procedures, to include the support of deployed aviation operations. They provide sustained support to unit combat readiness and enhance the unit’s ability to perform its mission. They establish and maintain liaison with external support agencies while reporting supply management indicators.

2.  REQUIREMENTS:  Applicants being considered for selection to Warrant Officer in MOS 6604 must have completed the course of instruction at Marine Aviation Training Support Squadron One (MATSS-1) Meridian, MS or must have completed at least five (5) years as an Aviation Supply Specialist when executing a lateral move into the 6672 community.

4.  REQUIRED PAST ASSIGNMENTS:  The most desirable experience is gained from working in a Marine Aviation Logistics Squadron (MALS) during the ranks of Sergeant, Staff Sergeant or Gunnery Sergeant. The Marine should display exceptional technical knowledge and the ability to manage at the Supply Division level within the Aviation Supply Department (ASD). This experience can only be gained by working in either the Repairable Management Division (RMD) or Consumable Management Division (CMD) and one or more of the following ASD Divisions: Supply Accounting Division (SAD), Supply Management Division (SMD), Squadron Support Division (SSD) or the Supply Response Division (SRD). Valuable experience can also be gained by working at Wing ALD, Wing Comptroller, CVs/LHDs and TYCOM/SYSCOM/MARFOR Supply and Comptroller Staffs. This requires a detailed working knowledge of all Navy-developed and sponsored aviation logistics information management systems, repairable management programs, financial management programs, budgeting and accounting functions, aviation inventory management systems and functions, and warehousing operations.

Aviation Supply Operations is a dynamic environment often complicated and subject to continuous technological changes.  Prolonged assignment to duties away from the supply unit level may be detrimental to any Supply Officer.  Serving in two B-Billets within a career will negatively impact technical proficiency.
